Lake Bonavista Hockey Program – Evaluations Changes

Peewee and Bantam

Hello and welcome to another Lake Bonavista hockey season. Every year evaluations are possible due to a dedicated group of volunteers.  As a group, we are always seeking to improve our program and evaluation process.  This year is no exception.  We are going to implement some changes to the upcoming evaluation season. 

In previous years Peewee and Bantam evaluations were 20% warm-up/Skills 80% Scrimmage for a total of 1.25 hours.  This year we are going to 100% game like evaluations and some ice times are being reduced to 1 hour.  We will again be holding 5 evaluation sessions with no movement after the fourth session. Session 4 and 5 will be used as head to head evaluations to have comparisons available.  Every session may be used to help with the selection process.

There will be referees on the ice calling the game to simulate as much as possible a game like situation.  There will be face offs, off sides, icings, and penalties being whistled down.  When a penalty is called the child will not be sent off and there will be a turnover of the puck to the unoffending team. If there are repeat offenders a discussion may be needed with the child, parents and coordinator.  If there is a major penalty that player will be finished for the rest of that session.

Shifts are going to try and be managed at 1 - 1 1/2 minute intervals.  The buzzer may or may not be used.

We will also have supervisors on the bench ensuring that the same kids do not go out together every shift.  Supervisors on the bench will not be coaching the kids at all just managing the bench.

Kids are going to be instructed to play positional hockey and get away from the shinny hockey that evaluations seems to bring out. 

Evaluators will be instructed to look for skill but there will be a greater emphasis on hockey sense than in previous years.

With these changes, we hope this year’s evaluation will be the best ever.
